The illustrious lounder of MIT Sri.C. Rajam has been praised as a MAN OF VISION by many distinguished
personalities who have either visited MIT or known about it. Sri.Bajam, a sellmade man, a staunch patriot and a great

philanthropist, rose from the position of rags to riches, as has been the case in the success stories ol many gifted

individuals. With these introductory remarks, I shall nen proceed to present the Annual Repon for the academic session
1994-95.

STUDENT'S STRENGTH:

The total student strength in B.Tech. and M.E. courses are 738 of which 72 are women. Total students admined
during the year 1994 - 95 is 265 which includes 23 women.

The lnternational Congress of Mathematicians, like the Olympic Games, meets once in ,our years for ten days
ln various cities of the world. During these sessions which are attended by over three thousand delegates, lhe Fields

Medals - equivalent to the Nobel Prizes - are awarded for outstanding work by tour young mathematicians.

I had the good fortune of attending the session in August 1970 in the University town of Nice. I Suppose the
popular variety ol biscuits sold here ih the name Nice are named after this city (pronounced like 'niece' in English)

situated on the French Riviera by the Mediterranean Sea. There is also the ltalian counterpart - the ltalian Riviera. The

French One boasts otwell-known cities such as Cannes (pronounced 'kahn'), St. Tropez, Monaco and Monte Carlo. lt
is described as the playfield of the world's rich.

The detegates were treated as guests ot the city. They were given free passes tor travel in the city buses. They
were also given a public reception by the Mayor.

The highlights of the conference were - apart from the lectures by the Fields Medallists on their work - special
lectures by other outstanding mathematicians. One of thern was the Russian Pontrjagin (pronounced Poanthryaghin).
His maior contribution was in Optimization and Control Theory. His picture is to be found in our Aero building. He was
blind; he was not born blind, though. He lost his cyesight around the age ot ten or twelve. His mental faculties were so
developed that he coutd do advanced and abstract matl'iematics in his mind itself; only for reading and writing did he

ned someone's help.

Atthattime in Franch, therewas a group of intellectuals led by mathematicians like Claude Chevalley (Lie Groups
and Oifferential Geometry) and Grothendieck (Algebraic Geometry) who campaigned against war in general and
weapons ol mass destruction in particular. They were the 

'orerunners 
ot the present day Green Peace Movement.

Their organizatlon was.called Survive (Survival).

As soon as Pontiagin was helped to ascend the high lecture plattorm (there was an audience cf over 800), the
overhead proiector was switched on and he began speaking through the collar mike, our rebel Grothendieck too
aqcended the platform and demanded to knowfrom the celebrated speakerwhether hiswork contributed to the buildlng
up ol weapons of war and destruction. The astounded speaker (who could not see what was happening around him)
hesitated for a moment and replied, 'No'. The questioner looked satisfied, thanked the speaker and requested him to
continue.

The Head of the Mathematics Department in Nice University was Professor Dieudonne, who was a
lounder-member of the group called 'Bourbaki'which began rewriting mathematical concepts thoroughly. His volumes
on Mathematical Analysls are available in the M.l.T. Library.

During the sightseeing tourwe were taken to the twin cities of Monaco and Monte Carlo. The latter is famous for
its Casino - the gambling den - which is also open to tourists for sightseeing. Nearby is a bridge across a very deep
valley. While crossing it the guide explained, 'This is called the suicide bridge - many who lose lheir fortune in gambling

iump down from this!'.

Kyoshi Saito was a research scholar along wilh me in Goettingen. He is now Prolessor in Kyoto. He was my
companion on the visit to Nice lrom Germany. He is a very good mathematician, somewhat absent-minded. He asked
me, "How is it that you are so efficient? We are told that lndians lack efficiency and organizational skills". I replied, "

lndividually we are qute etficient; We are only not so good in teamwork". He had a couple o, very expensive cameras.
The Japanese while on tour see places only through the camera lens! Unlonunalely he lost his camera in the room
where we were staying; he simply lorgot to take it along while departing. He was somewhat disappointed that I too did
not nollce it.

ln spite of the glitter and glamour of these cities on the Riviera I could notice some very poor people on the
streets. There was for instance a bareloot man pulling a cart, iust like here.

I almost forgot: Nice hit the headlines some twenty years ago when a Bank was robbed in the night by thieves
who dug an underground tunnel linking the drainage leading to the Bank's building. They became very famous and
were nicknamed the Scavengers. Some of them were caught.much later.

There were also some students and vuorkers from Afghanistan. When I was walking along, a couple of them
accosted me and asked me whether I was from lndia. When I confirmed it, they asked me excitedly, "Do you know Raj
Kapoot?" One of them began singing the famous tune from the film 'Awara'. I then remembered that Raj Kapoor was
famous in the Soviet Union too. More about the popularity of our lilm stars in foreign countries - laterl.



YIRTUAL LIBRARY: A LOOK

To-day it seems that each new advance in technology centres around new ways to store,

retrieve and transmit information. The PC can now deliver all types of information i.e. text, still

images, graphics, audio etc.. More importantly the Personal computers have the ability to present

all type of information in two different ways i.e. in an integrated way and in an interactive way.

Based on this principle it is believed that VIRTUAL LIBRARY will be around us within a short span

of time.

WHAT IS VIRTUAL LIBRARY

A virtual library is an information service and/or resources which a user accesses via a

telecommunication network. Virtual library is not necessarily based in one actual library. lt is an

amalgam of services and resources, housed in a number of libraries or other organizations which

the network binds together. lt is only recently that the technology and resources needed to put

the idea into practice have appeared.

PRESENT TRENO

Situation that leads to virtual library are two things.

1. Networks havt got bigger and reach more computers.

Usually by linking of a number of networks together to form a larger network. - eg. 'INTERNET'

a global network, of which JANET (Joint Academic NETwork) which connects universities i

UK.

2. Wider range of resoltrces accessible by networks is appearing faster. These resources ar

essentially computer files. - eg. Computer resource files.

lNTERNET

Internet, a global network, born twenty years ago, as a US Defense Network initially setup

with 4 hosts, To-day internet links 20 to 30 thousand networks in 92 countries connecting over 2.5

million hosts giving access to over '15 million users. lnternet provides whole lot of information

resources accessible to users at no cost lnformation types available through internet ranges from

simple text document to lmage, graphics, audio and multimedia information. More dynamic and

informal information resources also available on the internet.



RESOURCE FILES

The resource files only need to be kept on one computer, since these files can be obtained

from that computer by any linked computer anywhere in the world. They are faster and cheaper

to copy than kaditional media such as books, journals, paper etc.

.t Oxford Text Archives and Project Gutenberg
Text file

2. Kodak Picture exchange service
Graphic files

3. lnternet Radio offers news repcrt.
Sound file

4. NASA clips of its Space flight

Various information retrieval tools have come up that makes it feasible to locate and access

various resources. Tools such as GOPFIER, Wide Area lnformation Search [WAIS] and World Wide

Web F\ AflV] go beyond the three basic internet functions ot messaging, file transfer and remote

login to make information on the network easier to locate and use.

VIRTUAL DOCUMENT

Electronic dissemination o, information, whatever form that information/data exists, is not only about document
delivering but also about taking information from one environment and placing it in another. The user may disassemble
that data and create a new document.

The virtual library can aftect actual librarles ln two ways.

1 . Firstly, it is exploitable information service and resource which they can use to help their own users

2. Secondly libraries can themselves add their services and resources to the network in effect joinin
virtual library.

Virtual library is on the verge of becoming a reality. As new and powerful software and hardware
are developed, virtual library will gain popularity and its use will become widespread.

The libraries besides storing traditional documents will have virtual documents too. ln general

the components of a document consists of text, pixels; geometric graphic elements such as lines,

arcs, polygons etc. Virtual documents can also include elements such as voice, sound, sequenced

images and hypertext. Virtual document have become a reality with the widespread use of

technology available. lt is called as Fourth Wave Publishing Systems.

ln fact, one ofthe problems of many organisations today is thatthey show profits in their published

accounts but in point of fact these profits are grossly overstated and the real position is a much

smaller proflt. without profits - and adequate profits at that - an organisation will quickly wither

away and die.

Let us explain: with the rapid technological advances which we have today, plant and

machinery quickly become out of date. But unless one has the most updated equipment, the

probability is that ar€ will be outstripped by ones competitors, not only by way of quality but also

by way of cost. so t is essential that the profit figures make sufficient provision lor obsolesconce.

Perhapsthebjggestphenomenonoverthelastlewyearsisthefactorgfinflation.lnthe
normal way a provision is made lor reptacement through deprecietion. so unless sufficient

provision is made for the replacement assets taking into account inflation the protit figure is bound

to be overstated.

capitalisnecessaryfortheexpansionofanorganisation.JustaSyoumusthaveplantand
equipment and inventory and so as to run a business, in the same way you must have capital An

organisation either expands or it stagnates and dies. But capitalwillonly come ifthe profit prospects

arJ good. lI the profit{orecasts are poor, a normal investor would shy away and invest elsewhere

wheie prolitabiliiy in higher with the result that an enterprise will be starved of the additional capital

which is necessary for it,s survival. These are just some of the factors which make an adequate

profit a necessity.

ln Japan, quality consciousness in manufacturers in products & services is so great that
they talk about parts per million defects, while in the west, previously they used to talk about
percentages (now they are also charging to ppM levels). ln our country, apparently, for our
manufacturers, customer satisfaction seems to be the last priority , both in Govt. & Private sector.
ls it always the case? Let us see two examples in my life.

1. About 20 years back, my father booked a train ticked to Delhi for 3Oth June on 27th May.
It was peak vacation time and you could not imaging that it is possible to get a berth on 30th May,
but the Railway clerk by some chance found a berth on 3oth May, misread the pplication iorm
(30th June as 30th May) and booked it. We did not recheck the ticket. On the journey date (30th
June), we found or-jr names were not in the reservation chart. On enquiring at the counter, we
found thatthe booking was for a date, a month earlier. The clerk reatised his mistake, owned it up
and refunded the entire money immeCiateiy. He could have taken shelter behind rules and
delayed/denied the full payment.

2. A letter was posted to me from Goa rvith address ..... Kumaran colony, Vadapalani. The
writer, my relative, forgot to wrlte the name of the City, State and Pin code. Still the letter reached
me in Madras. How? Some one in the Postal Department must have guessed that this place may
be in Tamil Nadu & put it in the Tamil Nadu bundle.

ln an advanced country, a letter without such detalls in address would well have gone to dust
bin.

Such instances may be isolated ones, but it is heartening to see that some people do care
even in our government.

It appears that quality consciousness is a matter of a few individuals - perhaps, importing
this concept even in school education itself can lead to more and more such quality conscious
people when they grow up.
